Daily Maintanance

e Sweep or blow off leaves, dust, and sand regularly to avoid surface abrasion.
* Rinse with a hose occasionally, especially in dusty or muddy areas.

* Avoid placing metal furniture directly on the surface to prevent rust stains.

* For outdoor kitchens or BBQ areas, wipe up oil and food spills promptly to avoid staining.

Sealing
e Flamed granite is more porous than polished or honed granite due to its textured surface.

e Seal every 12 months or more frequently if the area is exposed to heavy traffic, grease, or con-
stant moisture.

e Use a penetrating (impregnating) sealer made for textured, natural stone and outdoor use (UV-
and weather-resistant).

e Optional: Use a color enhancer sealer if a darker or richer appearance is desired (test on a
sample area first).

Cleanning
e Use a pH-neutral stone cleaner or diluted mild detergent (non-acidic, non-alkaline).

* Pressure washing is generally safe. Use low to medium pressure. Keep the nozzle at a reason-
able distance to avoid surface damage.

e For stubborn stains, apply a poultice or stone-safe degreaser for oil-based stains. Use a spe-
cialized rust remover for iron stains—ensure it's safe for granite.

e Avoid:
e Acidic cleaners (e.g., vinegar, lemon, acidic tile cleaners)
e Harsh chemicals like bleach or ammonia

e Abrasive brushes that may break down the stone surface over time
